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As reported in the previous edition of S&News six firms ohsultants bid to
carry out the initial feasibility study into the restoratioh the canals. These
documents were studied by a Trust sub-committee, with particulitailed
examination being made by Dennis Rogers and Gordon Howdle. Thehtwto s
listed candidates then made presentations and answered questions.

After much deliberation the contract has been awarded to W8sA@konsultants
Ltd. Atkins have experience in a number of similar studies, sutiipas relating
to the Driffield Navigation; Neath, Tennant and Swansea Gammdrby Canal;
Ashby Canal; and St. Helens Canal.

The study will examine the potential for re-opening the whahalday looking at
five key disciplines:

- Engineering - this will include such items as public utilityossings,
obstructions and route options, with costings;

- Water Supply - this includes determining water requirements sendeawv of all
available water resources;

- Planning and Environment - to consider the impact of the schemején tor
determine its overall acceptability and desirability, and planning coasioles;

- Ecology - to identify the potential impacts of restoring the canats; a

- Economics - to assess the benefits arising from restordtlonah, regional and
national level.

The study is already underway and is expected to be completed in the autumn.

John Craven, our own patron and Vice-President of The Waterwayst, T
officially re-opened a newly restored section of the Montgom@anal in
Shropshire on "4 April. The section now allows boats to navigate an extra two
and a half miles further south from Queens Head to Gronwen \&@hktdesbury

for the first time in over 50 years.

This major landmark in the long term project to restore tlomtypmery Canal
cost £2.1m and was funded by Shropshire County Council, Advantage We:
Midlands, British Waterways and European Development Funds.

As part of the section is designated a Site of Speciah8fit Interest (SSSI) the
restoration had to carefully balance the navigation requiremettisawneed to
conserve the environment. The work involved bank protection, dredgitige of
channel and the installation of a new lift road bridge at €rbfill. It also
incorporates the three locks at Aston restored by the Waterways ReGroeep.

It is now planned that Phase One, which will restore ndeigats far as Refail,
north of the original terminus in Newtown, will be completed by 2007.

Further north, at the end of March the Environment Ministechiskl Meacher,
officially reopened the Rochdale Canal. A total of 15% miles were restopaitas
of the ambitious project, creating a 32 mile navigation stretching from ih¢ater
to Sowerby Bridge in Yorkshire. The restoration included 24 newslackl 12
new road bridges and the finished waterway is now actirsgcasalyst for urban
regeneration along its route.

Last July boats returned to the waterway during a commissigtiage for the
first time since it was closed in 1952. The restoration projad managed by
British Waterways, who now operate the canal, under contradtedNaterways
Trust, which owns the canal and helped secure the funding which reade t
restoration possible.

Many major engineering challenges were overcome during theratsh. The
canal had to be reinstated through Failsworth town centre and urd®t6th
motorway, whilst the terminus roundabout of the A627(M) was dalseup to
two metres to allow the canal to pass under in a newly created tunnel.

Much of the canal has been designated a Site of Specialibcienerest (SSSI)
due to the presence of floating water plantain, and a speetdlannel nature
reserve as been provided to preserve this plant.

Even further north, a feasibility study into the restoratiorhefNorthern Reaches
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of the Lancaster Canal has been produced. Among the projectedtshenef
identified are more than 800 new jobs, £45 million new private imaygtand an
extra £21 million visitor income. The restoration carrigsriae tag of just over
£50 million, and could be achievable by 2008.

The project looks to restore the final 14%2 miles of the camoah fTewitfield,
north of Carnforth, to Kendal which was blocked in the 1960s by theraotish
of the M6 which severed the waterway in three places.

to be no ordinary member and certainly if you managed to engageinhi
conversation you would know why. Tom was born aboard the horse-drawt
narrow boat Boscobel whilst moored at Tyrley top, not far fidanket Drayton

on the Shropshire Union Canal. Son of a local canal family whdserfaad a
boat based at the Norbury Junction repair yard he spent much ofltreocki on

the boat as his father worked on repairing the bridges or trdaimgpatay for
puddling the banks. He then went on to spend much of his ninety years on or ne
the Shropshire canals including some very special times atesbaiath the
Shrewsbury and Newport canals in their closing years. Even nolivdsein
Brewood, just a stone’s throw from his beloved Shropshire Union.

Tom recalls how “my parents had a coal carrying business tasthand to
mouth living. We took coal to Newport, Edgmond, Longden-on-Tern,
Withington, Rodington coal wharfs, also Berwick Wharf. We took doal
Berwick Wharf the last time when Humber Arm closed. lehéeen through
Berwick Tunnel. When | see the photographs in the issues NE®& it reminds
me | have lifted those drawbridges. After the boat carryingtweo decline |
went to work at British Waterways at Norbury until | retired.”

Last summer Tom made a nostalgic trip along various partseofine of the
Shrewsbury Canal, visiting places he had not seen for hadfntury or more.
What follows is his account of that very special day.

“First of all we met a very helpful man aged 93 by Berwi¢karf. | told him

that my family and | had unloaded coal at the Wharf over 7Gyagw. The last
time was when the Humber Arm closed about 1923 or 4.

smooth wire fence which | used to run my hands along while leadinpdtse.
Most of it is lying hidden in the soil and undergrowth. Anyhow, aftéit af
investigation we found the end of the tunnel and the stableshwhast went in
with a horse. | may keep repeating ‘over seventy years agat tvas just like a
dream come true. | had my photograph taken just inside the end of theandnel
in the stable, also sitting on the stable roof.

From Rodington was a Swing Bridge, now demolished, but | found paits of
hidden under briars and nettles. Then with a bit of help from anilidder we
were able to place the old Coal Wharf at Withington. Ducks ve&/imming
where the Coal Wharf used to be. Then at Rodington Coal Whaofumher was
very helpful and let us take photographs at our leisure.

Moving from place to place | stood where a Canal Bridge usdaktat was
demolished in 1958. We found the man who helped to do it in that area of th
canal. The length man used to be Mr George Edwards.
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The canal went roughly along side where trees or a large loedgemow. His
cottage was about three or four hundred yards from the bridgesasThan we
moved towards the Bucks Head Wharf where a kind lady put her dsige iso
we could go through her yard to where we used to stable thedromsgle. The

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In 1966 our chairman, David Adams, was amongst a party from the Shropshir
Caving & Mining Club that ventured into Berwick Tunnel. Thikissaccount of
the trip written at the time.

This tunnel was constructed in 1797, Lord Berwick having refuseddhal
company permission to construct a cutting through his game presérve¥s
mile long and in brick lined rock throughout measuring about 10 ft by 10 ft. There
is no tow-path, the bargees lying on the cabin top and legging th#titlmough
manually while the horses went around by road. Due to some surnayorg
and perhaps alsim the ground through which it was driven the tunnel is by no
means straight having a conspicuous dogleg in the middle wheoatistruction
tunnels were said to have met. As the tunnel was not straighasinot possible
for an approaching bargee to ascertain whether there was alrdzaige in the
tunnel, as there was no room to pass. Legend has it that wasrfight/between
the bargemen as to who should retreat to allow the other to pass. 1948,
however, the canal has been closed anddies into disuse, a road having been
laid across the canal bed some 500 yards from the tunnels east entrance.

A boat, manned by K. Lock, P. Gaut and D. Adams, led the way into thd,tunne
which had last been entered by the Shrewsbury and Newport Canal Adsoc
months before. C. Lears was towed behind in a dinghy. The trip wemneday
uneventful except for the passing of the 7 air shafts. Téreseged about 40 ft.

in depth but debris decreased the depth of water below thésestdhan a foot
compared withan average 4 ft. in the tunnel between them, also therastact
flow of water down the shafts falling into the canal which madeptassage a wet
one.

The tunnel itself was in an excellent condition despitages and long disuse. In
places there were massive calcite deposits on the walldhdén gliaces there were
massive galvanized iron sheets which had been placed in positienpport
possible weak sections. All were in good condition. At the west lemaever,
there is a severe fall, blocks having collapsed just insidéunnel arch blocking
the canal completely. It was possible to change crews viark por the return
journey which was likewise uneventful. Members wish to thBater Heath for
the loan of his boat for this expedition.

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In an article by Joseph Boughey in the Spring 2002 edition of Waterways Journa
published by The Boat Museum Society, he describes the last tmaffitse
branches of the Shropshire Union Canal. With the kind permission of The Boe
Museum Society this has been used to tell the story as it redetes Shrewsbury

& Newport Canals.

The Shropshire Union Railways & Canal Company (SURCCo) contrbtiéd a
complex series of waterways and a freight carrying systbinhamvas unusual
amongst railway-dominated waterways owners. The London & Northtaife
Railway Co (LNWR) owned most of the capital, but left 818RCCo to run the
canal in a semi-independent fashion, even competing modestly wittNthWiR
lines itself.

The SURCCo developed freight carrying using its own boats, whiekténded
onto the whole of its system from 1849. As trade developed, edpdoiand
from the Midlands, it developed its fleet and facilities furthencalt doubling the
number of narrow boats between 1870 and 1889. By 1898 its fleet haddréache
height, making it the largest narrow boat fleet in Britaithattime. The branches
then remained reasonably busy, but less prosperous, parts of a thriving system

This coverage is divided into three periods. The first gitento portray the
position in the late 1890s and the 1900s, when the system was afglgson
trafficked; the second attempts to consider the position @881, when the
Shropshire Union ceased carrying; while the last section dissuthe final
decline of toll-carrying traffic.

1. Relative Prosperity: From the 1890s to 1910

Returns of traffic carried indicate a steady increaseaifidron the Shropshire
Union at this time. However, local traffic was a small prdparof the total, and
this was largely carried by bye-traders, paying tolls, wder€ompany boats
carried the majority of through traffic.

When the Company was the carrier, overall charges for whadladecarrying
were guoted to customers, whereas bye-traders had to arrdisgesradt, and
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labour and incur wharfage, storage and collection and delivemges. It is not
entirely clear how much more efficient was the integraEice provided to
customers, but there would be complaints that the system disatéd against
bye-traders on the main line and through traffic, leaving thetdagkers to handle
less remunerative local traffics. Numerous small traders &dnaffics with

which the Shropshire Union did not deal, but larger nationalecsrtike Fellows
Morton & Clayton, claimed that high tolls deterred them fronryéag on the

Canal.

Patterns of carrying are hard to discern and quantify, but some detdi@toare
available. Traffics to branch ‘stations’ on the ShrewsburyN&wport Canals
were:

This equates to just 3% of Shropshire Union traffics betagied on the
Shrewsbury lines. The 'stations' represent traffics at aleymints, and the
statistics may indicate merely the places at which freight andatelis recorded.

Although the SURCCo was marginally profitable overall, high nesiabce costs
against limited revenue prompted them to consider the closurgeshksections,
including Trench incline in 1881 and the line between Longdon and Shrewsbur
in 1899.

The most important source of trade was the Trench area. Gdfit twas
generated by the Lilleshall mines above the Trench inclinecamnded, either
down the incline, or by the private Lilleshall railway to tHamber Arm, for
distribution to a series of wharves on the lines to ShrewsimuolyNewport, and
onto the main line as far as Market Drayton. The Lilleshall Company had wharve
at Edgmond, Long Lane and Berwick Wharf, but also wharves at ragliatgns,
including that at Newport, where it would later develop canal feslit

Most of the Shrewsbury wharves (including much of the canah biasilf) had
been taken over by the railway, but one canal trader, still Hrateat Sundorne
(near Pimley) in 1905, was Frederic Chubb, who also had railwayeshat
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Yorton, Wem, Dorrington, Baschurch and in Shrewsbury itself.

Some indications of traffic in the Trench area were providetVitkam Owen,
who worked at the Trench incline from 1890 to 1921. During his time, cody
was carried down the incline, and grain upwards; about 50-60 boats passed o\
the incline daily at its height. The grain traffic, from dslinere Port, was
transhipped at Trench Wharf between ‘Trench’ narrow boats q@nal from
Wappenshall to the bottom of the incline required a special narravibbitteonly
6 feet 2 inches wide to pass the narrow locks to Trench Whief. SURCCo
maintained a small fleet of boats built to this gauge. Theg akvays brought up
the locks stern first, as the return loads were heavier) @mdaoats, and to
Bullocks' Donnington Wood Mill Co. on the former Wombridge Canalytharf
at the latter was lengthened in 1893. In 1905 2,788 tons of coal weexlloa
the Duke of Sutherland's Canal (the only traffic on this Icatiaused shortly
after) and taken down the incline. This may have come from Muxtaigd®r
Colliery, which worked until 1912.

The horse drawn small tar boat ‘Medina’ at NewpSBhe was built narrow to go up Trench
locks but mainly traded to Shrewsbury gasworks/ragiwaste acid to the Midlands.

Along the top two pounds of Trench Locks were manufacturers whidtpartly
developed there after the adjacent railway opened in 1849. Tidaded the
Trench Ironworks and Shropshire Iron Company, wire manufacturers, and th
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Castle Iron Works. The latter had been opened in 1871 by Nettlebaltshis
was sold in 1886, re-opening as the Castle Car Works in 1900, anddséph
Sankey; it had its own basin above the second lock. Raw mstdikal copper
ingots for the Shropshire Iron Co., came from Ellesmere Port, dming
transhipped at Wappenshall. Return cargoes included hoop iron fan cott
binders, and wire and wire billets for export. One load, from theShire Iron
Company for Argentina, took over two years to complete. All odahaffics
used freight vessels.

Owen also recalled a chemical works, just below the indimg;was recorded in
1891 as the Trench (Salop) Phosphates Co, artificial manure mamefac
served by basic slag brought from local furnaces by canal; & ibor of the
wharf building at Wappenshall was used to store this. By 1894, when a hew wha
was being constructed here, this firm was named J & F Albettr,Lthe slag
traffic was transferred to the Humber Arm.

Grain was carried to Shrewsbury, Newport and Edgmond, much of it edport
through Ellesmere Port and encouraged by developments at thékedhe new
grain warehouse of 1898; much of the latter would pass by raibdrtoosmaller
mills. Some traffics later came from Manchester after dpening of the Ship
Canal and the development of grain terminals there after T8@8Humber Arm
was mainly used by the Lilleshall Co, which was served by its @aiway from
the Lubstree terminal, carrying iron ore and coal. The accommaditLubstree
was enlarged in 1893.

The line from Wappenshall to Shrewsbury included brickworks and pifew
west of Long Lane, where the Lilleshall Co had a coal basin, witaggath
bridge was so low that only tub boats could enter. Near Longdon Whegftlas
a further brick and pipe works, and Shropshire Union freigitetwouses and
wharves there and at Rodington, Withington and Berwick Wharf. Asiha|
Uffington Wharf, corn was unloaded in 1906 for a local mill, and & wbarf at
Sundorne, east of Pimley Aqueduct; while bricks from a brickyanth of the
railway bridge at Berwick were unloaded at Pimley in 1906. Bhoewsbury,
there was a wharf at Ditherington Flax Mill, and then Skkawy Gas Works,
from which waste acid passed to the Midlands by canal. BeyondieeeeW L
Browne's Flour Mills. The wharf at Shrewsbury had been largddgn over for
railway sidings, but some wharfage, known as Castlefields, remained.

On the Newport section, the main wharves were at Newport, where were
two sets of wharves and a warehouse; there was also howaecand wharf at
Edgmond, operated by the Lilleshall company.
